Faculty Advising Plan

The Department of Modern and Classical Languages, Literatures and Cultures currently offers undergraduate majors and minors in Classics, French, German and Russian as well as minors and topical majors in Arabic and Islamic Studies and Japanese Studies. Together with the Department of Economics it also participates in the offering of undergraduate majors within the framework of International Studies in Foreign Languages and International Economics (FLIE) in French, German, Japanese and Russian. 
The Department is committed to faculty advising of all students pursuing majors or minors under these degree programs from the moment they declare themselves as such. Declared students are expected to consult with their respective faculty advisors at least once a semester to discuss their course schedules and overall progress and must do so before the preregistration hold for a given semester will be lifted. As the following overview of faculty advising responsibilities makes clear, one faculty member serves as advisor in each of the degree areas in which the Department is involved
