Executive Committee Meeting Minutes

Present:  Steve Hoch, Monica Udvardy, Leonidas Bachas, Janet Eldred, Phil Harling, Richard Milich, Suzanne Pucci, Brian Rymond, Kirsten Turner, and Steve Yates.  
Chairwoman Monica Udvardy called the meeting to order at 8:30 AM.
1) The minutes from the April 11, 2005 meeting were approved with the following amendment: It was also announced that Mike Bardo will serve as the social science alternate while committee member, Rich Milich, is on sabbatical during fall 2005.

2) The minutes from the April 15, 2005 annual A&S faculty meeting were discussed and approved.

3) The committee considered two new hiring plans submitted by a department chair.  Proposal I requested that the department be allowed to convert two full-time lecturer positions into a tenure-track assistant professor line, as well as change an already allocated search for an assistant professor position to an associate professor position.  Proposal II requested the allocation of an additional assistant professor line.  The committee, by a vote of 4 to 1 with one recusal, voted to support Proposal I but not Proposal II.  
4) The committee sought guidance regarding its role in the Assistant Dean for Finance and Administration interview process.  
5) The committee considered a chair’s request for an additional tenure-track faculty line.  By a vote of 5 to 1 the committee passed the following motion: Contingent on a pending resignation, the Executive Committee advises the Dean to authorize a tenure-track assistant or tenured associate professor search for said department.

6) The committee plans to vote on the remaining faculty lines at its next meeting.

7) The committee continued its discussion on ways to increase the level of diversity in the College’s faculty.  
The meeting was adjourned at 10:47 AM.
