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Carl Nathe & Mark Kornbluh
Carl:  Thanks David. In only his third year as dean of the University of Kentucky College of Arts in Sciences, Mark Kornbluh continues to innovate with a capital “I”. Take the revamped Keeneland Hall, a living and learning community for first year students at UK, it’s called Wired.

Kornbluh: Wired is University of Kentucky first residential college for first year students. To provide our first year students with more a holistic experience that integrates circular and extracurricular activities. We have faculty members that have offices over in the building, they have reading groups, and they have coffee hours. The theme of this is wired for the future. 

Carl: Nearly 180 students from across UK’s different colleges are a part of wired this year. In the fall 2012 it is expected that wired will serve 300 students. Kornbluh's ANS initiative for 2011-12 include the year of China. 

Voice: Our goal with this is to have a lot of program around one part of the world so that it really gets infused in to student culture. It is the most populous nation in the world. It is the fastest growing economic nation in the world. It is really a place that our students need to know about and we hope we have the opportunity ultimately to visit.
Carl: UK now offers a full fledge major in Chinese language and culture. 

Kornbluh: We are a part of our ever shrinking world and this is a global university and we teach more languages now they we have ever taught at the University of Kentucky.

Carl: Kornbluh and the college also are targeting expansion of their well thought out and well received on-line course offering.

Kornbluh: We really want students to succeed at UK and the economics is such that many work during the year. We have really moved to a time where it makes sense for students to take courses year round in order to graduate in four years. 

Carl: ANS plays a pivotal role in the overall UK experience. Mark Kornbluh on examples from the newly implemented UK CORE curriculum.
Kornbluh: Integrative communications, so we are teaching writing along with oral speaking along with visual communication along with communicating in a digital age. On the quantitative side, we are really offering courses now for students to understand how numbers work to gain quantitative literacy. 

Carl: Kornbluh said he would not trade the faculty of the College of Arts and Sciences with any institution in the nation.

Kornbluh: What makes an education at UK so unique for this state is it’s the only place where undergraduate students can be directly involved with research
